View from Joint Task Force 6

Operation Vigilant Guard, the largest
emergency response exercise to have
ever been conducted in Western New
York, provided an exceptional opportu-
nity for personnel of the NY Guard to
train shoulder-to-shoulder with coun-
terparts from the US Army and Air Na-
tional Guard components, both from
New York and other states. The large
scale operation also utilized the skills
of local officials from Erie County and
the cities of Tonawanda, Buffalo and
Niagara Falls and a host of other
state, regional and federal officials.

The concept of the operation in-
volved inter-agency response to an
earthquake in Buffalo and the immedi-
ate surrounding area that measured
5.9 on the Richter scale. In addition to
major infrastructure damage through-
out the area of operation, the scenario
supposed the collapse of a multistory
hospital parking garage that would
necessitate the activation of the state’s
joint National Guard — NY Guard
Chemical, Biological, Nuclear Explo-
sives Response Force Package de-
contamination team. The NY Guard
has provided trained decontamination
troops for the CERFP team since it
was stood up in 2003.

The Mother of All Jobs

In speaking of the awesome re-
sponsibility we face in preparing mili-
tary troops for combat duty, Col. Tho-
mas Burke MD, (former Director of
Mental Health Policy for the Depart-
ment of Defense) has said that
“Combat is risky; our job is to minimize
that risk.” While much has been re-
ported about the levels of Post-
traumatic Stress Disorders that our
returning troops encounter, his focus,
like ours as mental health profession-
als is on the psychological prepared-
ness that is often missing from and
overlooked in pre-deployment technical
training.

We know from our experience in
responding to more incidents in the
past 8 years than we care to clearly
remember that like combat,
“involvement” is also risky. Understand
that our tears of rage and grief follow-
ing loss and tragedy do not reveal our
weaknesses as men or women, but
instead, the value we place on life as
compassionate human beings.

Our job as trauma psychologists
and educational trainers is to under-
stand and minimize the risk of losing
ourselves and those we value in the
process of serving others. Military per-
sonnel and family members are all vul-
nerable to being contaminated by the
amount and types of stress and grief
that they may absorb. For what have
become a matter of routine to you is a
matter of horror, terror, fear, anxiety
and sadness to the average citizen. So
what are the protective factors that al-
low such military personnel response
actions to continue with optimal per-
sonal health, unit cohesion and mission
performance? How can they be taught
to enable this process of adaptation to
adversity to occur optimally and without
risk of affecting their psychological sta-
bility?

In other words, what is the personal
cost associated with this learning proc-
ess and the subsequent application of
this information to real-world situa-
tions? Humor of course, and often the
darkest humor tops the list of what
helps those in this service to others get
through the worst of times. Outsiders
are often shocked by the comments

routinely thrown back and forth be-
tween company members who have
just returned from a God-awful scene.
What most outsiders cannot com-
prehend is how the bond forged in
those combat situations between peo-
ple who have taken an oath to save
others while putting themselves at risk
is held together by an understanding
that things are not as grim as they
might seem. For rather than laughing
at the loss of life or the unforgettable
images seared into consciousness and
the depths of sleep, these courageous
men and women laugh at themselves
and the plans they make knowing bet-
ter than most, that life is fragile and
how quickly our most precious plans
for the future can change. As the say-
ing goes, “man plans, God laughs.”
Military personnel, as well as first
responders, will understand the pro-
found sadness that lies beneath their
humor. It brings home the saying that if
we weren't laughing, we’'d be crying.
What is often not taught in any techni-
cal schools, training academies, and
professional development curriculums
is the critically important concept that
the grief we feel and the tears we shed
after deployment are not signs of
weakness, but instead, are signs of our

humanity. They are the tears that show
that we do in fact care, and care a lot
about the people we serve. And espe-
cially the people we respond with.

All military personnel and their fami-
lies care. You often care more about
the welfare and well-being of others
than you care about yourselves. How-
ever, without proper self-care and
preparation, the survival tools and
strategies needed to shore you up
against a progressive collapse of in-
tense emotions is missing. The emo-
tional safety value is missing or so
locked down as to be useless in action.
Self-neglect if nothing else, ultimately
interferes with the performance of duty
for if you have not taken good enough
care of yourself, you certainly cannot
take good enough care of anyone else!

It has been said that “Man is the
only animal that laughs and weeps; for
he is the only animal that is struck by
the difference between what things are,
and what they might have
been” (Hazlitt- Scenes of Compassion).

And learning to live again and stay
healthy, resilient and hopeful in the
face of the abyss, is perhaps the great-
est challenge a successful responder
or hardened combat veteran can take
on. Take care and stay safe.

5th Civil Affairs JAGs Aid US Marines

In times of trouble the nation typically
turns to the Marines for help but when
the Marines need legal action they turn
to the NY Guard. On December 5th the
5th Civil Affairs Regiment of the 56th
Bde, responded on short notice to pro-
vide a Legal Services Operation for the
Marines of the 49 Marine Aviation Lo-
gistics Squadron. Serving as a “legal
quick reaction” force the 5th successful
mission enabled the squadron to con-
tinue its preparation to be deployed on
short notice anywhere in the world.

Arriving at Stewart Air National Guard
base in Newburgh, NY in the early
hours of the morning the unit setup
legal services stations manned by law-
yers armed with laptops, printers and
pens; all the gear necessary to carry
out the mission. The lawyers and sup-
port staff setup operations in small
room adjacent to an aircraft engine
room where spare parts are stored for
the squadron’s C-130 transports. Over
the course of the day the 5th CA JAGS
and support personnel performed legal
operations ranging from powers of at-
torney to family planning and wills for
dozens of Marines. Without the New
York Guard such an LSO would have
been tasked to Navy JAGs from out-
side of the state. In this case the NYG
was able to execute the mission, aug-
menting the Marines, without straining
JAG operations elsewhere.

Such missions are typical for the 5
Civil Affairs RGT which is comprised of
trial and civil attorneys, computer and
clerical specialists as well as mental
health professionals and even a chap-
lain. This small self-sustaining regiment
is one of the most mobile and techni-
cally savvy units in the NY Guard and
the pride of its soldiers showed.

“This is great. The Marines need us,
and we're there for them,” said SPC
Joe Ranallo who also serves on the
CERFP team alongside New York
Army National Guard personnel.

Over the past two years the JAGS
and support personnel of the 5ht Civil
Affairs Regiment have performed LSOs
for New York Guard, Army National
Guard, Army Reserve and other Ma-
rine Corps units across the state. The
unit's joint operations with the 105th
Airlift Wing based in Newburg, NY has
only increased the OPTEMPO.

NY Guard Braves Cold to Give

USS New York A Warm Welcome

Men and woman of the New York
Guard participated in the welcoming
formation for the USS New York at
Pier 88 on Manhattan’s West Side
November 2, 20009.

Approximately 50 guardsmen,
from all units of the NY Guard, joined
troops from the NY Naval Militia and
the US Air Force to greet the Navy's
newest warship, which dock carries
7.5 tons of steel from the World Trade
Center in her bow stem.

Despite the particularly cold
weather, for many of the NY Guard
troops present the ceremony brought
them back to that warm September
morning nine years ago that changed
everything.

For Spc. Wilson Marrero, 47, a
Nassau County detective and a newly
enlisted member of Long Island’'s
14th Bde., the steel in the bow of the
USS New York reminded him of
those lost in the 9/11 attack, including
his own cousin who worked for the
Port Authority.

“It means a lot to be here
Marrero said. “After 9/11 one of my
assignments was collecting DNA
samples of the victims.”

Received was a crew of around
360 sailors and Marines, who were
glad to be welcomed by their New
York brothers in uniform.

“It's humbling knowing they are
here in support,” said Brian M.
Woodruff of the 26 Special Purpose
Marine Air-Ground Task Force. “It's a
good feeling to know that someone is
protecting the home front while we
are away.”

Spc. Brian Washburn,
14th/142nd, of Northport, who joined
the NY Guard in July and works for
the New York Presbyterian Hospital
in his civilian life, expressed that the
welcoming of the USS New York was
“ hard to describe. It is very important
to me and is like a rebirth; it is a very
satisfying feeling that something good
could come out of this disaster.”

The ship was built in Avondale,
La. at the Northrop Grumman Ship
Systems and is anchored at the
Norfolk Naval Station. Upon its
commission voyage the ship made a
stop to pick up the 26 MGTAF and
then continued up to the Hudson.
One of the ship’s main missions is to
transport Marines.

The ship can carry an entre
battalion and their equipment,
including a 38-ton amphibious assault
vehicle, landing craft and an MV-22
Osprey aircraft, which serves
detrimental to mission
accomplishment due to amphibious
landing capabilities.

Pv2 Paul Enzzinger, who joined
the NY Guard in February 2009
reaffirmed his comrades’ sentiments
by adding, “It's good to be part of this
mission and it is good to see New
York doing something out of the
ordinary.”

Col. George DeSimone, 88th
Bde., was a first-responder from
Brooklyn Heights to Ground Zero on
September 11, and feels that the
USS New York is “proof that life is
precious.” Col. DeSimone was proud

to attend the ceremony on Pier 88 to
“honor the lives of 344 firefighters lost
on that day.”

Pfc Santo Ciaravino, 14th/71st,
from Merrick, was in high school on
September 11, 2001. He joined the
NY Guard and volunteered for the
mission at Pier 88 because “it is part
of my duty; where else could | be?”
As was everyone, Pfc. Ciaravino was
awed by the USS New York and
exclaimed, “that ship is amazing.”

Maj. Bob Coloumbe, 56th Bde.
was one of several NY Guard troops
present who had been first respond-
ers to the 9/11 attack. “As an EMS
worker in Westchester, we reported
that day and we were sent down to
duty at the Meridian Hotel.”

Looking up at the massive USS
New York, Maj. Coloumbe reflected
on what the ship means to all New
Yorkers; “It's extremely touching to be
here. | already have an affinity for this
vessel — it's carrying a piece of all of
us.”

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NY GUARD HISTORY

NY Guard’'s WWII 3 -Star Commander

Did you know that the New York Guard had a former
U.S. Army Lieutenant General as it's Commander from
1943 to 1947? He is missing from the previously pub-
lished list of Commanders and was just recently "found"
during our research.

When the US Army Chief of Staff General Malin
Craig retired in 1939, He was passed over in favor of
General George Marshall. Despite this disappointment,
He received a promotion to Lieutenant General in Au-
gust 1939. With the onset of World War 1l, He assumed
command of the Eastern Defense Command,
responsible for domestic defense along the Atlantic sea-
board. Hoping to be the "General Pershing" of the next
great war, He was disappointed with an
offer from Secretary of War Henry Stimson to go to what
he perceived to be a low-profile assignment in
China. After being passed over for that mission He
was relegated to home duty assignments until his man-
datory retirement in 1943.

A retired US Army Lt. Gen. , he was offered and ac-
cepted command of the NY Guard in 1943, and in 1946
and 1947 he oversaw the conversion of the NY
Guard into the federally authorized NYARNG units. In
this capacity, during the transition, he was commander
of both the NY Guard and the "new" NYARNG. He
made all the command assignments for the new 27th

and 42nd Divisions. ANSWER PRINTED ON
